Earthquakes

Bill Nye is shaking with excitement because it's the ‘Earthquake’ episode! An earthquake is the sudden shaking of the surface of the Earth,
and earthquakes happen all the time. It is estimated that there are 500,000 detectable earthquakes in the world each year. 100,000 of those
can be felt, and only 100 of them cause damage. Earthquakes happen when pieces of land in the Earth's crust scrape together. The crust of
the Earth is made of big slabs of land called plates that are constantly moving just a little bit. The plates scrape by one another, and
sometimes they don’t move smoothly. An earthquake happens when the plates get unstuck suddenly and jerkily slip past each other. The
majority of earthquakes occur along plate boundaries such as the boundary between the Pacific Plate and the North American plate. One of
the most active plate boundaries for earthquakes is the massive Pacific Plate commonly referred to as the Pacific Ring of Fire. The fire
comes from the volcanoes that form near the edge of the plates. Earthquakes can cause damage to cities, landslides, tsunamis (a sea wave
caused by an underwater earthquake or landslide displacing the ocean water), and even change the course of a river. Bill visits scientists
who study and measure earthquakes, finds out what makes big pieces of the Earth's crust (the plates) move, and advise what you should
have on hand in case of a 'quake!

Earth's Seasons

Bill Nye the Science Guy goes full 'tilt' to give the reasons for the seasons... Every year, we experience the seasons. Some months have
snow and rain, while other months have warmth and sunshine. Temperatures go from cold, to warm, to cold again — winter, spring, summer,
and autumn. The cycle of the seasons takes one year, and the Earth takes one year to go around the sun. Coincidence? No way. The
Earth’s orbit around the Sun is flat, as though our planet were spinning over a tabletop. Compared with the flat plane of it's orbit, the Earth is
tilted. Its axis, the imaginary line between the North and South Poles, is tipped over a bit. In June, the north half of the Earth (the Northern
Hemisphere) is tilted toward the Sun, and it's summertime in places like Nye Labs in the United States. Meanwhile, the south half (the
Southern Hemisphere) is tilted away from the Sun, and it's winter there, in places like Australia and South Africa. The Earth’s orbit isn’t quite
a perfect circle. It's like a circle that’s been squeezed a little. It changes the Earth’s distance from the Sun. We're closest to the Sun in
December, when it's summer in the Southern Hemisphere. The tilt affects the seasons more than the slightly oblong orbit. Neither rain, nor
sleet, nor wind, nor snow can stop Bill Nye or the Earth’'s Seasons!

Water Cycle

Bill Nye the Science Guy is no drip - he's just talking about the water cycle! About 70% of the Earth's surface is covered in water, and almost
all of that water has been around since the Earth formed billions and billions of years ago. That means a glass of water you drink today could
be water that a dinosaur once sipped! Water is constantly recycled on Earth as rain, snow, sleet and hail. It makes its way in and out of
oceans, lakes, streams, hail, and glaciers. Scientists call the recycling of water the water cycle (not that bad, huh?). There are four parts (or
‘phases’) to the water cycle. Evaporation happens when lakes, oceans, rivers, and streams are heated by the sun. Liquid water evaporates
into a gas called ‘water vapour’. When water vapour cools enough to become a liquid, we say it ‘condenses’. Condensation happens when
water vapour cools into tiny droplets to make clouds. Precipitation is when water from the clouds falls to Earth as rain, sleet, hail, or snow.
And, collection happens when the rain, hail, snow, or sleet gathers back into oceans, lakes, rivers, streams, and glaciers. The water cycle
goes around and around, all the time, all over the world. Using a whimsical model made of a tiny staircase, wind-up penguins and a bicycle
tyre, Bill demonstrates the phases of the water cycle and his young assistants hit the streets to show us some easy things we can all do to
keep the water supply clean and healthy. After all, it's the only water we've got!

Wind

Some answers, my friend, do, in fact, blow in the wind! A cool breeze is great on a hot summer day. A cold winter wind can chill you until you
can't stop shivering. Where does all that wind come from? It starts with the Sun. Energy from the Sun warms the Earth and the atmosphere -
the air - above it. As the world turns into darkness each night, the atmosphere cools off. The molecules in a mass of warm air are more
spread out than the molecules of air in a cold air mass. So cold air is heavier than warm air. Cool air masses squeeze warm air up. That's
why you may hear people say ‘warm air rises.” The Sun warms the Earth with huge amounts of heat each day. And, the Earth is spinning. So,
as air masses move up and down, they get nudged sideways along the Earth’s surface at the same time. Try drawing a straight line on a
spinning ball. It'll curve. The same thing happens to make wind. Air travels all over the Earth moving across deserts, up and down
mountains, through valleys, and over the oceans. These features churn the atmosphere and make wind as well, picking up and releasing
water. That's why it rains, snows, sleets, and hails. To survive, we humans have to handle tornadoes, hurricanes, and typhoons every year.
There is a huge amount of energy in the wind. That's why humans harness the wind’s energy with sails, wind turbines (windmills), and kites.
Bill Nye the Science Guy goes parachuting and sailing to show the relationship between the Sun, Earth, wind and weather. He visits a wind
farm and checks out ‘way cool' windsurfers to show some of the ways to harness the power of the wind. What Bill Nye will show about the
wind will blow you away!

Ecosystems and the Cycles of Nature

Ecosystem communities may differ radically from one biome to another — from the rattlesnake, tortoise, and saguaro cactus of a south-
western desert, to the salamander, ferns, and mosses of a temperate rainforest. Four basic requirements for life — nutrients, energy, water,
and an appropriate range of temperature — play a critical role in the life cycles and evolution of ecosystem communities. In this programme,
teenage host, Elyse, introduces students to nutrient and energy cycles.

Earth's Crust

Don't just go with the flow - settle down on the crust... Imagine a world without any crust. There would be no pies, just gooey filling, no bread,
no hamburger buns, and no you or me. That’s right. You, and every living thing we know of, live on or in the Earth’s crust. And, living things
need the Earth’s crust to survive. Let's look at the science of the surface. By carefully studying the Earth’s surface, scientists have
discovered that the Earth is made up of gigantic layers. At the centre of the Earth, there is a core — a big ball of solid metal mostly iron. The
core is surrounded by a layer of liquid iron and other minerals. We usually just call it the outer core. The next layer, around the outer core is
called the mantle. You may have seen a mantle above a fireplace. Well, the mantle is above the Earth’'s hot core places. The mantle is
gooey-hot nearly-melted rock that flows the way asphalt does on a hot summer day. Scientists often say that the mantle is plastic. It bends.
We call the mantle’s nearly-liquid rock magma. When magma flows onto the surface, on top of the crust, we call it lava. The Earth’s crust is
thin, only about 100 kilometres thick. If the Earth were the size of a peach, the crust would only be as thick as the peach’s skin (and not as
fuzzy). If the Earth hadn’t cooled enough for the crust to form on its surface, we wouldn’t be here. Neither would any living thing we know of.
Scientists have never been able to dig or drill down through the crust to the mantle. Driving 100 kilometres is easy. Drilling that far through
solid rock is hard. Well, it's solid rock! But, we can study the inside of the Earth by observing volcanoes and geysers. The heat that melts
rock into magma, and turns underground water into steam, comes from under the crust. We haven't even begun to scratch the surface!

Erosion

Erosion is going on all day, all the time. It's happening right now, as it has done since Earth was formed around 4.5 billion years ago! Dirt,
sand, and rock from the Earth's surface gets blown, sliced, torn, swallowed and distributed all over the world. What was yesterday's hill is
tomorrow's flat plain. The planet looks a lot different than it did when it formed four and a half billion years ago. The force of erosion, the slow
wearing away of the land, has never ceased. The tools of erosion are the atmosphere and the oceans. They provide the planet with

weather - wind, rain, snow and ice. Weather pelts the surface of the Earth, wearing it down little by little. Rainwater flowing over the ground
quickly turns brown as it takes rocks and soil along with it for the ride. As wind barrels against a cliff, tiny particles of the rock get blown away
with it. Car exhaust gases fill rain clouds with acid rain, which dissolves away rocks with each falling drop. Given enough time, the forces of
erosion will beat every mountain in the world into smaller and smaller pieces. The effects of erosion are hard to see in a lifetime. The
Colorado River is still cutting the Grand Canyon deeper, although no one alive will probably ever notice a significant difference. Since erosion
has been happening forever, we can see how erosion has changed the Earth over millions of years. The Earth was so cold over 10,000
years ago that mile-thick sheets of ice called glaciers covered large portions of land. These huge ice flows scraped up rocks in some places,
dumping their stony passengers when the glaciers melted. Erosion can make slow, almost invisible modifications, or sudden, drastic
alterations of the landscape. Flash floods re-carve river valleys; mudslides cover roads; sinkholes devour houses. Erosion at a fast rate can
spell catastrophe. The forces of erosion will always be at work, giving the Earth a continual facelift...

They erupt rivers of red-hot lava that run down their flanks or sides. Cinder-cone volcanoes erupt with rocks, cinders and fine particles of ash.
These volcanoes look tall and usually have flat tops. Stratacone volcanoes are shaped like a cone, and they alternate between spewing ash
and spewing lava. Volcanoes erupt ash and lava when pressure builds up inside. Hot ash and lava are ejected from volcanoes, sometimes
travelling thousands of kilometres away before settling back on the ground or at sea. When the ash and lava cool, the new rock layer makes
the Earth a little bit thicker there. The ‘Volcanoes’ episode explodes with science!
